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The screening committee will judge your work based on the completeness of the required elements in the abstract. Please use this document as your template. The one-page abstract should contain three (3) paragraphs containing an introduction, methodology, and results and conclusion. The first paragraph should contain the general introduction describing a concise overview of essential background information and objective of the study. Include pertinent findings from previous studies [1] that are relevant to the current work [2]. State the research question or objective, and highlight its contribution to the existing knowledge. Abbreviations like MBE (molecular beam epitaxy) must be clearly defined. 
The second paragraph should contain a concise description of the methodology, design, or how the study was conducted. It should be in a narrative format and should not include bullets or sequential numbering. Reaction or standard formula like SiO2 +4HF → SiF4 + 2H2O are allowed. Mathematical functions given by
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are allowed provided that symbols are properly defined for example where n is an integer, f(n)(x0) is a function, x0 is the reference point, and x is a variable.
The third paragraph should contain results and conclusions. Devote significant portion of the abstract in this section to describe and discuss the key findings of the study and their interpretation. Establish how your results address the research question(s). Provide a concluding statement that emphasizes the significance of the work. It is not necessary but we highly encourage that you include citations [3] to previous work to establish credibility [1][3]. References are included in the total word count and must follow the format shown below [1-3]. The one-page abstract must not exceed five hundred (500) words, taking the title, name and affiliation of the authors, body of the abstract, references, and the keywords into account. Lastly, DO NOT include figures and tables in the abstract. And please do not forget to include at least five keywords.
A short acknowledgment to supporting entity(ies) may be included as an extra paragraph. We thank you for following our required format. 
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
